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A. Introduction 
The Algonquin Enrolment Board and Algonquin Tribunal were established by an ANR Special 
Resolution of April 20, 2021 (Motion 20210420-01). The purpose of the Board and Tribunal is to 
consider appeals and protests resulting from Stage 1 of Enrolment under the Proposed Beneficiary 
Criteria (PBC). The establishment of the Board and Tribunal had been anticipated by an ANR 
Special Resolution of January 22, 2020 (Motion 20200122-01) which set out the details and 
process for enrolment under the PBC.  
 
By way of a motion made on June 16, 2022, the ANRs referred certain historic persons that are on 
the Schedule of Algonquin Ancestors to the Algonquin Tribunal for the purposes of determining 
whether such historic persons are identified in a historic record or document dated on or before 
December 31, 1921, in such a way that it would be reasonable to conclude that the person was 
considered to be an Algonquin or Nipissing, or a sibling of such a person. A “sibling of such a 
person” means a person with a common Algonquin parent. These references were made pursuant 
to section 76(d) of the ANR Special Resolution of April 20, 2021 (Motion 20210420-01. 
 
“Algonquin Ancestor” is defined in Article 1 of the Special Resolution of January 22, 2020 and 
referenced in the Special Resolution of April 20, 2021, as follows: 

“Algonquin Ancestor” means a person who was born on or before July 15, 1897 and 
identified in an historic record or document dated on or before December 31, 1921, 
in such a way that it would be reasonable to conclude that the person was 
considered to be an Algonquin or Nipissing, or a sibling of such a person, and 
includes the persons listed in the schedule of Algonquin Ancestors, as amended by 
the Algonquin Negotiation Representatives from time to time and which may be 
viewed at the Algonquins of Ontario Consultation Office and Algonquin community 
offices. In this definition, a sibling of a person is a person with a common Algonquin 
parent” [emphasis added]  

Joseph Paquette/Paqette is one of the 14 ancestors referred to the Tribunal for review. This report 
provides information held in the Enrolment Office regarding Joseph Paquette. 

B. Methodology and organization of report 
This report is based on written documents in the possession of the Enrolment Office at the time of 
writing. The information contained in these documents is outlined in Sections C to F. The source of 
the information is footnoted by an ALG document number. ALG document numbers are randomly 
assigned numbers for primary (archival) documents held in the Enrolment Office database. The 
cited documents are listed and their images appended to this report as described below. 
 
Note that certain historic people referred to in this report are also identified by a “RIN #”. A “RIN 
#” is a randomly generated number assigned by the Legacy Genealogical database to each 
individual person entered in that database. These individuals include historic persons that have 
been identified as Algonquin Ancestors, persons descended from these ancestors, and various 
non-Algonquin people who are married to Algonquins. RIN #s also appear in the Schedule of 
Algonquin Ancestors. The use of a RIN # is not indicative of whether a historic person is, or is not, 
an Algonquin Ancestor, as defined above, or is otherwise suspected of being Algonquin. It merely 
means that the historic person has been entered into the Legacy Genealogical database. RIN #s 
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are used to assist in the identification and tracing of family trees and are particularly useful when a 
historic person may be identified by different names or spelling conventions or when several 
individuals have the same or similar name. 
 
Appendix 1 is a genealogical chart, also known as a family tree, illustrating the descendancy 
relationships between the subject ancestor, his parents, his sibling, and three generations of their 
descendants (i.e. the children, grandchildren and great grandchildren of the subject ancestor and 
his sibling). It is recommended that you consult this chart when reading the report as it assists in 
understanding the different individuals. It can be printed out in landscape format for ease of 
reference. 
  
Appendix 2 is a timeline identifying the major life events for this ancestor that are recorded in the 
documents appended to Appendix 4. The table is organized chronologically by date of event and 
specifies the type of event, location of event, notes on individuals involved, tribal origin, and the 
ALG document number of the archival source document. Note that some events included in 
Appendix 2 may not be fully described in this report but are provided for additional context. 
 
Appendix 3 is a list of supporting documents relevant to the ancestor. The table is organized by 
ALG document number and specifies the date of the document, a brief document description, and 
the archival source of the document.  
 
Appendix 4 is a package of supporting documents cited in this report. These are images of the 
actual documents. They are organized by ALG document number and thus appear in the same 
order as the list in Appendix 3. The images are bookmarked for ease of reference. The original 
archival source of the document, where available, is stamped on the document image as well as 
being included in the table in Appendix 3.  

C. Original basis for including “Joseph Paqette” on the Schedule of Algonquin Ancestors 
Very early in the present effort to advance treaty negotiations with the Governments of Ontario 
and Canada, the Chief and Council of Pikwakanagan enacted the Algonquin Enrolment Law (May 
31, 1994). The Enrolment Law included an appendix, known as Schedule A, which listed Algonquin 
Ancestors. Schedule A was created by adding the names of historic persons, predominantly men, 
that appeared on petitions to government from the Algonquins and Nipissings claiming rights to 
the Ottawa Valley, as well as the names of persons resident in the Algonquin and Nipissing villages 
at the mission of Lake of Two Mountains (aka Oka or Lac des Deux Montagnes) as listed on various 
census tracts created in the first half of the nineteenth century. In addition to listing the names of 
historic persons from petitions and censuses on Schedule A, the creators of the Schedule indicated 
the source document from which each person’s name was taken. The name “Joseph Paqette” was 
listed on Schedule A and noted as being drawn from the 1825 census of the Lake of Two 
Mountains village. 
 
It appears the name Joseph Paqette was never challenged and remained on Schedule A when the 
schedule listing known Algonquin Ancestors was appended to the Addendum to the March 24, 
2004 Protocol Agreement (2004). The 2004 Addendum specified the process and authority to 
continue enrolment for purposes of treaty negotiations. The Addendum with Schedule A 
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appended can be viewed on the Algonquins of Ontario website: http://www.tanakiwin.com/wp-
system/uploads/2013/10/2-Addendum-to-Protocol-Agreement-July-30-2004.pdf. 
 
It appears there was an error in transcribing the name from the original 1825 census where it 
appears as "Joseph Payette”, the head of a 6-person household. An extract of the original census 
and the transcription of that census are show below for ease of comparison.  
 
Below is an extract of the 1825 census which shows “Joseph Payette” as a head of household. The 
two heads of household listed above and below Joseph Payette are included on the extract for 
context: 1 
 

 
 
Below is an extract of the transcription of the 1825 census which appears to have been used to 
create Schedule A. It shows that Joseph Payette has been transcribed as “Joseph Paqette”. The 
title and year of the transcription document and the two heads of household listed below the 
transcribed name “Joseph Paqette” are included on the extract for context:2 
 

 

 
 
I also note that there is no one identified as Joseph Paqette/Paquet/Paquette on the 1825 census 
of the Algonquin Village at the mission of Lake of Two Mountains. This census is attached in its 
entirety in Appendix 4.3  
 
The name “Joseph Payette” as it appears in the 1825 census is identified as being the head of a 6-
person household. The members of the household are not named on this census but recorded by 
age categories and gender. The age categories are different for males and females, are not

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precise, and there is some overlap between categories. On the census, Joseph Payette’s household 
consisted of:4 

6 people living in the household 
0 children under 6 years 
1 child, 6-14 years 
1 child, 14-18 years 
1 male, married, 18-25 years 
1 male, unmarried 60 and over [this category did not specify unmarried or widowed] 
1 female, under 14 
1 female, unmarried under 45  
1 female, married under 45  

 
This categorizing of the household most likely represents:  

• a married man and his wife (he 18-25 years old, born circa 1800-1807; she 18-45 years old) 
• an older man over 60, perhaps a parent of one of the spouses, likely widowed 
• an unmarried woman 18-45, likely a close relative of the husband or wife 
• a boy between 14 and 18, likely a close relative of the husband or wife; given the age of the 

married man this is not his son but could be the son of the wife by a former union, the son 
of the unmarried woman under 45, or some other minor relative. 

• a girl between 6 and 14, who would also be the child 6-14 (counted twice) likely a close 
relative of the husband or wife; given the age of the married man this could possibly be his 
daughter but could be the daughter of the wife by a former union, the daughter of the 
unmarried woman under 45, or some other minor relative. 

 
It is unclear from the census breakdown exactly how old Joseph Payette is, whether he is the older 
man of 60+, or the married man of 18-25. Typically, the head of household named on a census was 
the oldest married man but this was not a universal practice at this time. These unknown factors 
add to the complexity of identifying Joseph Payette. Attempts to identify Joseph Payette are 
summarized in Section F. 

D. Issues addressed in this report  
This report primarily seeks to address two issues. 
 
First, this report will identify and discuss the available documentation regarding the historic 
person identified in the 1825 Census as “Joseph Payette”. This is being done so as to assist in the 
determination of whether “Joseph Payette” is identified in a historic record or document dated on 
or before December 31, 1921, in such a way that it would be reasonable to conclude that “Joseph 
Payette” was considered to be an Algonquin or Nipissing, or a sibling of such a person.  
 
Second, it is recognized that, regardless of the apparent transcription error, some applicants 
claimed descent from a “Joseph Paquette” (RIN #11371), Joseph’s son “Jacques Paquette” (RIN 
#14047), or Joseph’s brother “Alexis Paquette” (RIN #31078) and were initially enrolled based on 
the presumption that the name "Joseph Paqette” as recorded in the 1994 Schedule of Ancestors 
did not result from a transcription error but was a reference to “Joseph Paquette” (RIN #11371).

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Put more succinctly, this report will identify and discuss the available documentation regarding the 
historic person “Joseph Paquette” (RIN #11371). This is being done so as to assist in the 
determination of whether Joseph Paquette (RIN #11371) is identified in a historic record or 
document dated on or before December 31, 1921, in such a way that it would be reasonable to 
conclude that Joseph Paquette (RIN #11371) was considered to be an Algonquin or Nipissing, or a 
sibling of such a person. By extension this determination will apply to Joseph Paquette’s son 
Jacques Paquette (RIN #14047) and his brother Alexis Paquette (RIN #31078). 
 
Section E below, provides details about Joseph Paquette (RIN #11371), his father Joseph (RIN 
#31074), his sons Joseph Jr. (RIN #29633) and Jacques (RIN #14047), as well as Joseph Paquette’s 
brother Alexis Paquette (RIN #31078) and nephew Alexis Paquette (RIN #14050). All of these 
persons were presumed to be linked to Joseph Payette who appears to have been erroneously 
listed on the Schedule of Ancestors as Joseph Paqette and from whom some applicants claim 
descent. Genealogical research has found no evidence that connects the Joseph Paquette (RIN 
#11371) or other members of his family to the Joseph Payette listed on the 1825 Lake of Two 
Mountains (Oka) census record.  
 
Section F describes the research efforts that were undertaken to locate and identify additional 
documents other than the 1825 census regarding a historic person named Joseph Payette 
associated with the Lake of Two Mountains mission in or around the time of the 1825 census.  

E. Documents related to Joseph Paquette and what they purport to say 
Joseph Paquette’s (RIN #11371) surname was commonly spelled as Paquet in early records; later 
the surname was most commonly rendered as Paquette. These spelling variations commonly 
occurred in historic documents where individuals who created written records at the time of 
events used phonetic spellings to record names as they understood them and the spelling of 
names was not regularized. In addition, when handwritten records were transcribed, recorders 
often guessed at the spelling of a name, adding to the confusion.  
 
As noted above, neither the name “Joseph Paqette” nor the name “Joseph Paquet/Paquette” 
appear on the 1825 census of the Algonquin Village of Lake of Two Mountains or any other census 
tracts from the Algonquin or Nipissing villages at Lake of Two Mountains. In addition, no records of 
baptism, marriage or burial for any individuals by those names have been located in the registers 
of the mission church at the Lake of Two Mountains. 
 
The following documents are those that pertain to the Joseph Paquet/Paquette (RIN #11371) and 
certain of his relatives. It is helpful to consult the genealogical chart in Appendix A to follow the 
various generations of this family, many of whom have the same name. 
 
Joseph Paquet/Paquette (RIN #11371) married Marie Helene Barrette (RIN #8771) in 1783 at St. 
Vincent de Paul Parish, Laval County, Quebec.5 Joseph’s parents were named as Joseph Paquet 
(RIN #31074) and Marie Rose (RIN #31075) of the parish of St. Martin, Laval County, Quebec. 
Joseph and Marie Helene had 18 known children with baptisms and burials of these children 
taking place at either St. Vincent de Paul or St. Martin.6 Of these children only 10 survived to

adulthood including their sons Joseph Paquet/Paquette Jr. (RIN #29633) and Jacques 
Paquet/Paquette (RIN #14047).  

 
• Joseph Paquette (RIN #11371) was buried on the 20th November 1818 at St. Martin, Laval7 

with Alexis Paquet (RIN #31078) and Joseph Paquet (RIN #29633) witnessing his burial and 
being identified as his brother and son, respectively. This Joseph Paquette therefore cannot 
be the Joseph Payette listed on the 1825 census of the Algonquin mission at Deux 
Montagnes (Lake of Two Mountains or Oka) as he was deceased prior to the census being 
taken.  

 
• As per the timeline listed in Appendix 2, the family of Joseph Paquette and his wife Marie 

Helene Barette consistently lived in and around the parishes of St. Vincent de Paul and St. 
Martin, Laval County with their children being baptised and married between those two 
parishes. There is no record of this family having events at the Algonquin mission at Lake of 
Two Mountains. Furthermore, the documents associated with family members do not 
explicitly identify family members as being Algonquin or Indigenous.  

 
Joseph Paquet/Paquette (RIN #31074) was the father of Joseph Paquette (RIN #11371). We can 
rule out the father as being the Joseph Payette on the Schedule of Ancestors due to his death 
occurring at St. Martin, Laval in 1813.8 Furthermore, we know this is not the burial record of his 
son Joseph Paquette (RIN #11371), discussed above, as there is a baptism of Antoine, a son of 
“Joseph Paquet, journalier de cette paroisse et de Marie Marguerite Barette” recorded on the 
same page as the father’s burial record.9 The notation of Joseph Paquet being ‘of the parish’ 
indicates that he is alive; had he died the register would had noted him as deceased. Note as well, 
that the burial record for Joseph Paquette (RIN #11371) five years later has been located as 
detailed above.  
 
Joseph Paquet/Paquette (RIN #29633), the son of Joseph Paquette (RIN #11371) and Marie 
Helene Barrette, was baptised on the 7th April 1785 at St. Vincent de Paul, Laval County.10 Joseph 
married Marie Louise Aube at St. Vincent de Paul in 1812, with his parents being named as 
“Joseph Paquet and Magdeleine Baret” on the marriage record.11 Joseph (RIN #29633) is identified 
as living ‘in this parish’, with his parents identified as living in the parish of St. Martin. Joseph’s 
(RIN #29633) brother Charles was listed as a witness to this marriage. Joseph (RIN #29633) was 
buried at St. Vincent de Paul, Laval in 1832 and was named as the husband of Marie Louise Aube.12 
An Alexis Paquet was listed as witness to his burial; however, it is unclear whether this Alexis is 
Joseph’s brother (RIN #29635) or his uncle (RIN #31078).  
 

• Joseph Paquette (RIN #29633) and his wife Marie Louise Aube had 12 known children many 
of whom died in early infancy. Around the time of the 1825 census Joseph (RIN #29633) can 
be found living in and around the parish of St. Vincent de Paul and St. Martin based on the 
baptism and burials records of his children.13

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• Joseph Paquette (RIN #29633), the son of Joseph Paquette (RIN #11371), could not be the 
Joseph Payette listed on the 1825 census of the Algonquin mission at Lake of Two 
Mountains. Having been born in 1785, Joseph (RIN #29633) would have been 40 years old in 
1825 so does not fit the description of being the 18 to 25-year-old man, or the 60+ year-old-
man listed on the census. Joseph’s (RIN #29633) only living children in 1825 were a son by 
the name of Vincent born in 1817,14 and a daughter Esther born in 1824.15 The ages of 
Joseph (RIN #29633) and his children are not consistent with the ages given for Joseph 
Payette’s family on the 1825 census. In addition, there is no other indication that Joseph 
Paquette (RIN #29633) and his family lived in or around the Algonquin mission at Lake of 
Two Mountains during this time period. All of Joseph Paquette’s (RIN #29633) family events 
took place at either St. Vincent de Paul or St. Martin, Laval.  

 
Jacques Paquet/Paquette (RIN #14047), the son of Joseph Paquette (RIN #11371) and Marie 
Helene Barette, was baptized in 1800 St. Martin, Laval.16 He married Elizabeth Langevin dit Lacroix, 
a minor, in 1823 at St. Martin. The groom’s witnesses were identified as his brothers Joseph and 
Alexis. Jacques’s parents were not named and he was noted as resident at Montreal at the time.17 
Jacques married for a second time to Tharsile Delisle dit Labreche in 1844 at the parish of St. 
Augustin in the County of Deux Montagnes. He was noted as a resident of St. Scholastique parish 
at the time of his marriage and identified as the widower of Elizabeth Langevin dit Lacroix.18 He 
died at the age of 60 in 1859 at St. Jerome Parish, County of Terrebonne, Quebec and was 
identified as the spouse of Tharsile Labreche at the time of death.19  
 
Note that the County of Deux Montagnes was a large county bordering the north shore of the 
Ottawa River and Lac des Deux Montagnes. It included the parishes of St. Benoit, St. Scholastique, 
St. Colomban, St. Augustin, St. Eustache, as well as the mission of the Lake of Two Mountains 
(Oka), and parts of the parishes of St. Jerome and the Township of Morin. The parish churches of 
St. Augustin and St. Scholastique where Jacques Paquette had events are located in the northern 
portion of the county close to the location of the current Montreal-Mirabel International airport. 
The mission was located adjacent to the southern boundary on the lake. 
 
Research was undertaken with the PRDH (Le programme de recherche en démographie 
historique) website in order to provide secondary evidence of the parentage of Jacques Paquette 
specifically, due to his parents not being named in either of his marriage records. The PRDH 
website contains over 2 million certificates drawn from records of baptisms, marriages, and burials 
from the parishes, missions, and Catholic institutions in Quebec, dating from 1621 to 1849. The 
PRDH research in conjunction with Jacques’ brothers bearing witness at his first marriage 
confirmed the identity of Jacques Paquette’s (RIN #14047), parents, wives and children. 
 

• Jacques Paquet/Paquette and his first wife Elisabeth Langevin dit Lacroix had 10 known 
children prior to her death in 1843.20 Jacques and Elisabeth’s son Oliver Paquette (RIN 
#14052) is the individual from whom several applicants are shown to have descended. 
Oliver was baptised on the 25th February 1838 at St. Scholastique, Mirabel. Oliver’s father 
was named as Jacques Paquette and his mother named as Elizabeth Langevin.21 Oliver

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married Olive Chartrand on the 30th June 1863 in Pembroke, with Oliver’s parents named 
as Jacques Paquette and Tharsile Labreche. 22 Oliver is listed as being resident in Petawawa 
but having been born in St. Jerome, Quebec, which although not consistent with his known 
place of baptism, it is consistent with his father’s known place of death.  

 
• Note that Oliver Paquette’s mother is named as Tharsile Labreque on his marriage record to 

Olive Chartrand in 1863. This could be due to the fact that Oliver’s birth mother, Elizabeth 
Langevin, died when Oliver is still a small child and he was subsequently raised by his 
father’s second wife Tharsile Labreche. 

 
Jacques Paquet/Paquette (RIN #14047) was living in or around the parish of St. Eustache, County 
of Deux Montagnes around the time of the 1825 census, with three of his children being baptised 
there between 1824 and 1827.23 It is highly unlikely that Jacques Paquette (RIN #14047) is the 
Joseph Payette listed on the 1825 census due to his name not being consistent with that of Joseph 
Payette and most significantly, church records show that he was living elsewhere and not near the 
mission at Lake of Two Mountains, Oka.  
 
Other applicants claimed a connection to Joseph Paquette (RIN #11371) through a son of his 
brother, Alexis Paquette (RIN #14050), that is through Joseph Paquette’s nephew. The details 
regarding Alexis Paquette who is the progenitor of those applicants are as follows: 
 
Alexis Paquet/Paquette (RIN #14050) married Marie Rose Hotte, a minor, at St. Vincent de Paul, 
Laval in 1822. His parents were named as Alexis Paquet (RIN #31078) and Marguerite Cloutier of 
the parish of St. Martin.24 In researching this family, it was discovered that Alexis Paquette (RIN 
#31078), the father of Alexis Paquette (RIN #14050) is also the brother of Joseph Paquette (RIN 
#11371). Thus, Alexis Paquette (RIN #14050) is the nephew of Joseph Paquette (RIN #11371). 
 
Alexis (RIN #14050) and Marie Rose had a son Louis Paquet (RIN #14049), who was baptized at St. 
Martin, Laval County in 1830.25 Louis married Maria Vaudry in 1853 at St. Columbkille Cathedral, 
Pembroke. Louis’s parents were given as Alexis Paquette and Rose Delemotte on this marriage 
record.26 Applicants have been shown to be descendants of this couple. 
 
Relevant information about the parents of Alexis Paquette (RIN #14050) and his brothers are 
provided as follows. 
 
Alexis’ parents, Alexis Paquet/Paquette (RIN #31078) and Marguerite Cloutier married in 1794 at 
Ste. Rose de Lima, Laval County. The groom’s parents were named as Joseph Paquette and Marie 
Rose from the parish of St. Martin, thus showing that the groom was the brother of Joseph 
Paquette (RIN #11371).27 Alexis and Marguerite had 14 known children,28 two of whom were 
named Joseph and who were reviewed in order to ascertain whether they could be connected to 
the Joseph Payette on the Schedule of Algonquin Ancestors. (The 14 children of Alexis and 
Marguerite are not shown of the genealogical chart in Appendix 1 in order to simplify the chart.) 
The two sons named Joseph are referred to as Joseph Paquet [1] and Joseph Paquet [2], below.

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• Joseph Paquet [1] was born on the 8th March 179729 and baptised on the same day at St. 

Martin, Laval. Joseph died a few weeks later and was buried at St. Martin on the 26th March 
1797.30 

 
• Joseph Paquet [2] was baptised on the 26th June 180431 at St. Martin, Laval and buried on 

the 12th February 1813, again at St. Martin, Laval.32 
 
The above noted individuals are not the “Joseph Payette” identified in the 1825 Census as: 
 

• These records show that both of the sons of Alexis (RIN #31078) who were named Joseph 
die in early childhood so cannot be the Joseph Payette from the 1825 Lake of Two 
Mountains mission census.  
 

• Taken together, records show that Joseph Paquette (RIN #31074) who died in 1813, his son 
Joseph Paquette (RIN #11371) who died in 1818, Joseph’s brother Alexis Paquette (RIN 
#31078), his nephew Alexis Paquette (RIN #14050) or other family members named Joseph 
could not possibly be the same person as Joseph Payette on the 1825 Lake of Two 
Mountains mission census. Their names, time frames, and places of residence as shown by 
church events are not consistent with the Joseph Payette of the 1825 census. Furthermore, 
the historic documents that are presently available to the Enrolment Office do not 
explicitly identify these historic individuals as being Indigenous or Algonquin. 

F. Joseph Payette  
As noted above, Joseph Payette is identified in the 1825 census of the Algonquin Village of the 
Lake of Two Mountains as being the head of a 6-person household. The members of the 
household are not named on this census but recorded by age categories and gender. The age 
categories are different for males and females, are not precise, and there is some overlap between 
categories.  
 
Additional research regarding Joseph Payette was undertaken by the Enrolment Office, with the 
result of that research being as follows: 
 
• Of the various census records for the mission at the Lake of Two Mountains, the name Joseph 

Payette only appears once, which is in the census of 1825.  
 

• No individual by the name of Joseph Payette appears in the Lake of Two Mountain/Oka 
mission records of baptisms, marriages or burials.  

 
• The only other Algonquin individual with a name similar to that of Joseph Payette with records 

at Lake of Two Mountains mission is a man by the name of Ignace Payet dit Sanakwat (RIN 
#8241). Ignace was born c. 1806 to unknown parents and married in 1825 at the mission to

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children being born to this couple have been found and it is unknown what happens to them 
following their marriage. It is possible that Ignace is the Joseph Payette listed on the census 
but no further evidence has been located to support that conclusion and no information has 
been located that allows us to identify any descendants. 
 

• An examination of names on the 1825 mission census rules out the possibility that other 
Algonquins named “Joseph” were being referred to as Joseph Payette.  

 
o The names of Joseph Kobat (RIN #7456), Joseph Pekakasiketch (RIN #6527) and 

Joseph Koukouhouse (RIN #7415) who date from that era are listed on the 1825 
census so can be ruled out as being the Joseph Payette we are trying to identify.  

 
o Another option for the Joseph we are seeking is Joseph Stokwa (RIN #11147) as his 

name does not appear on the 1825 census. However, Joseph Stokwa’s name and 
family make up do not support him being the Joseph Payette named on the 1825 
census. Joseph Stokwa was married and had 3 children under the age of 10 when 
the 1825 census was taken. We also know that both his parents and those of his 
wife were deceased by 1825 so it is unlikely that an adult male aged 60+ was living 
with this family.  

 
Without more information it is extremely difficult to ascertain the actual identity of Joseph 
Payette.
