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A. Introduction 
The Algonquin Enrolment Board and Algonquin Tribunal were established by an ANR Special 
Resolution of April 20, 2021 (Motion 20210420-01). The purpose of the Board and Tribunal is to 
consider appeals and protests resulting from Stage 1 of Enrolment under the Proposed 
Beneficiary Criteria (PBC). The establishment of the Board and Tribunal had been anticipated by 
an ANR Special Resolution of January 22, 2020 (Motion 20200122-01) which set out the details 
and process for enrolment under the PBC.  
 
By way of a motion made on June 16, 2022, the ANRs referred certain historic persons that are 
on the Schedule of Algonquin Ancestors to the Algonquin Tribunal for the purposes of 
determining whether such historic persons are identified in a historic record or document dated 
on or before December 31, 1921, in such a way that it would be reasonable to conclude that 
the person was considered to be an Algonquin or Nipissing, or a sibling of such a person. A 
‘sibling of such a person” means a person with a common Algonquin parent. These references 
were made pursuant to section 76(d) of the ANR Special Resolution of April 20, 2021 (Motion 
20210420-01). 
 
“Algonquin Ancestor” is defined in Article 1 of the Special Resolution of January 22, 2020 and 
referenced in the Special Resolution of April 20, 2021, as follows: 

“Algonquin Ancestor” means a person who was born on or before July 15, 1897 
and identified in an historic record or document dated on or before December 
31, 1921, in such a way that it would be reasonable to conclude that the person 
was considered to be an Algonquin or Nipissing, or a sibling of such a person, and 
includes the persons listed in the schedule of Algonquin Ancestors, as amended 
by the Algonquin Negotiation Representatives from time to time and which may 
be viewed at the Algonquins of Ontario Consultation Office and Algonquin 
community offices. In this definition, a sibling of a person is a person with a 
common Algonquin parent” [emphasis added]  

Sophie Emilie Jamme dite Carrière is one of the 14 ancestors referred to the Tribunal for 
review. This report provides information held in the Enrolment Office regarding Sophie Emilie 
Carrière. Her husband, Thomas Lagarde dit St. Jean (RIN #11565), was also referred to the 
Tribunal for review. He is the subject of a separate report. Some of the details of this report are 
repeated in the report pertaining to Thomas Lagarde dit St. Jean. 

B. Methodology and organization of report 
This report is based on written documents in the possession of the Enrolment Office at the time 
of writing. The information contained in these documents is outlined in Sections C to F. The 
source of the information is footnoted by an ALG document number. ALG document numbers 
are randomly assigned numbers for primary documents held in the Enrolment Office database. 
The cited documents are listed and their images appended to this report as described below. 
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Note that certain historic people referred to in this report are also identified by a “RIN #”. A 
“RIN #” is a randomly generated number assigned by the Legacy Genealogical database to each 
individual person entered in that database. These individuals include historic persons that have 
been identified as Algonquin Ancestors, persons descended from these ancestors, and various 
non-Algonquin people who are married to Algonquins. RIN #s also appear in the Schedule of 
Algonquin Ancestors. The use of a RIN # is not indicative of whether a historic person is, or is 
not, an Algonquin Ancestor, as defined above, or is otherwise suspected of being Algonquin. It 
merely means that the historic person has been entered into the Legacy Genealogical database. 
RIN #s are used to assist in the identification and tracing of family trees and are particularly 
useful when a historic person may be identified by different names or spelling conventions or 
when several individuals have the same or similar name. 
 
Appendix 1a is a genealogical chart, also known as a family tree, illustrating the descendancy 
relationships between the subject ancestor, her spouse, and their children. Appendix 1b is a 
genealogical chart illustrating the relationship between the subject ancestor, her father, 
paternal grandparents, and four additional generations of ancestors on her father’s side. 
Appendix 1c is a genealogical chart illustrating the relationship between the subject ancestor, 
her mother, maternal grandparents, and four additional generations of ancestors on her 
mother’s side. It is recommended that you consult these charts when reading the report as it 
assists in understanding the different individuals. Each can be printed out for ease of reference. 
 
Appendix 2 is a timeline identifying the major life events for this ancestor that are recorded in 
the documents appended to Appendix 4. The table is organized chronologically by date of event 
and specifies the type of event, location of event, notes on individuals involved, tribal origin, 
and the ALG document number of the source (archival) document. 
 
Appendix 3 is a list of supporting documents relevant to the ancestor. The table is organized by 
ALG document number and specifies the date of the document, a brief document description, 
and the archival source of the document.  
 
Appendix 4 is a package of supporting documents cited in this report. These are images of the 
actual documents. They are organized by ALG document number and thus appear in the same 
order as the list in Appendix 3. The images are bookmarked for ease of reference. The original 
archival source of the document, where available, is stamped on the document image as well as 
being included in the table in Appendix 3.  

C. Name variations 
Sophie Emilie Jamme dite Carrière’s surname was commonly spelled as James, Jammes, 
Gammes and Carrier. She was married to Thomas Lagarde dit St. Jean, whose name was 
rendered as Laguarde, Legard, St. Jean or Laguarde dit St. Jean. Her married name was given 
variously as Lagarde, St. Jean or Lagarde dit St. Jean. These spelling anomalies commonly 
occurred in historic documents where individuals who created written records at the time of 
events used phonetic spellings to record names as they understood them. In addition, when 
handwritten records were transcribed, recorders often guessed at the spelling of a name, 
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adding to the confusion. Further complications arise because individuals frequently changed 
their names throughout their life time. These anomalies can make it difficult to determine if 
records are referencing the same individual. 

D. Original basis for including Sophie Emilie Jamme dite Carrière on the Schedule of Algonquin 
Ancestors 

In 2013, several of Sophie Emilie Jamme dite Carrière’s descendants applied to have Sophie 
Emilie Jamme dite Carrière added to the Schedule of Algonquin Ancestors under Paragraph 8 of 
the "Protocol For Consideration Of Potential Additions To Schedule Of Algonquin Ancestors", in 
place at that time. Their application was referred to Justice Chadwick who presided over a 
hearing on April 2, 2013. By Justice Chadwick’s recommendation, Sophie Emilie Jamme dite 
Carrière’s name was added to the Schedule of Ancestors. This report contains the results of 
further research on Sophie Emilie Jamme dite Carrière, as well as a review of the original 
applicant’s application and documents reviewed in the course of the 2013 hearing.  

E. Documents related to Sophie Emilie Jamme dite Carrière and what they purport to say 

E.1 Sophie Emilie Jamme dite Carrière, her grandparents, parents, and siblings  

• The earliest document with regards to Sophie Emilie Jamme dite Carrière (RIN #11566) 
was her baptism record of June 2, 1807 at St. Eustache Church in the County of Deux 
Montagnes. On this baptism record, Sophie Emilie Jamme dite Carriere is identified as 
“Marie Sophie Gammes dit Carrierre”. Her parents were identified as being “Michel 
Gammes dit Carriere” (RIN #55712), a Labourer, and “Genevieve Falmard” (RIN 
#55713).1 The parents were noted as being “of this parish” (“de cette paroisse”) and the 
godparents are named on the document, but no other information was provided or 
known regarding their identity. No members of the family were identified as Indigenous 
or Algonquin. 

 
o Note that the County of Deux Montagnes was a large county bordering the 

north shore of the Ottawa River and Lac des Deux Montagnes. It included the 
parishes of St. Benoit, St. Scholastique, St. Colomban, St. Augustin, St. 
Eustache, as well as the mission of the Lake of Two Mountains (Oka), and 
parts of the parishes of St. Jerome and the Township of Morin. The parish 
church of St. Eustache where Sophie Carrière had events is situated in the 
eastern portion of the county, now an off-island suburb of Montreal. It is 
approximately 18 kilometres north-east of the mission of Lake of Two 
Mountains/Oka, which was located on the lake at present-day Oka, Quebec 
(see document ALG-40510 for a map depicting these locations). 

 
• The parents of Sophie Emilie Jamme dite Carriere, Michel Jamme dit Carriere and 

Genevieve Falmard (aka Genevieve Falmard Ward), were married on February 10, 1794 
at Ste. Genevieve Church in Pierrefonds.2 Michel’s parents were named as “Pierre James

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dit Carriere” (RIN #22690) and “Charlotte Brisbois” (RIN #22691) of Duchene River. 
Genevieve’s parents were named as “Andre Falmard” (RIN #31597) and “Marie 
Magdeleine Marié” (aka Marie Madeleine Marier, RIN #31598) “of this parish”. The 
marriage was witnessed by the father of the groom, Pierre James dit Carriere. None of 
the wedding party were identified as being Indigenous or Algonquin. 

 
• Sophie Emilie was one of 11 children born to Michel Jamme dit Carriere and Genevieve 

Falmard, whose known births/baptisms, marriages, and deaths predominantly took 
place at the parish church of St. Eustache.3 Four of Sophie’s siblings were married at St. 
Eustache between 1818 and 1829: sisters Marie Rose (1818),4 Josephte (1823),5 and 
Scholastique (1829),6 and brother Jean Baptiste (1829)7. 
 

o None of these marriages refer to the siblings or parents of Sophie Emilie Jamme 
dite Carriere as being Indigenous or Algonquin. 

 
• Sophie’s father, Michel Jamme dit Carrière, died in 1818 and was buried on November 

9, 1818 at St. Eustache Church.8 Neither Michel nor the witnesses to the burial were 
identified as being Indigenous or Algonquin. 
 

• Sophie’s widowed mother, Genevieve Falmard, remarried in 1821 to Guillaume Breque 
(RIN #31486).9 This is the same man who witnessed the marriage of Sophie and her 
husband Thomas Lagarde dit St. Jean in 1827, noted below. Neither the couple nor the 
witnesses were identified was being Indigenous or Algonquin. Guillaume Breque was 
also known as Guillaume Richer dit Laveuteau or Guillaume Richer Lauveteau Brayer. 10 
 

• Sophie’s mother, Genevieve Falmard, was buried on July 5, 1851 at St. Eustache, with 
her son Jean Baptiste Carrière serving as a witness. Genevieve was not identified as 
Indigenous or Algonquin, nor was her son Jean Baptiste.11 

E.2 Sophie Emilie Jamme dite Carrière, her spouse, and their family life 

• Emilie Carrière married Thomas Lagarde dit St. Jean (RIN #11565) at St. Eustache Church 
on August 20, 1827.12 Thomas was named as “Lagarde dit St. Jean”, being the adult son 
of “Paul Lagarde dit St. Jean” and “Marguerite Poirier dite Delage” of this parish. “Marie 
Emelie James dite Carrière” was identified as the minor daughter (“fille mineur”) of the 
deceased “Michel James dit Carrière” (RIN #55712) and “Genevieve Falmard” (RIN 
#55713), also “de cette paroisse”.

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o Emilie Carrière’s status as a minor is corroborated by her baptismal record that 
indicates she was born in June 1807, so she was only 20 years old at the time of 
the marriage. 
 

o The marriage was witnessed by Thomas’ father Paul Lagarde dit St. Jean, and 
Guillaume Richer dit Lauveteau, Emilie Carriere’s step-father (“beau-père”).  
 

o None of the named individuals on this marriage record were identified as being 
Indigenous or Algonquin. 
 

• After their marriage, Thomas Laguarde dit St. Jean and Sophie Emilie Jamme dite 
Carrière had ten known children, nine of which were baptized at St. Eustache between 
1828 and 1842.13 No known Algonquins were listed as being witnesses to these 
baptisms, nor was Thomas or his wife Sophie identified as such in these records. 
 

• Sophie Emilie’s husband, Thomas, was enumerated on the 1842 census as being a non-
property owner living at St. Eustache with a total of nine people in his household.14 No 
racial identifier was provided on this census. Note that Thomas was not enumerated as 
living in the Algonquin or Nipissing Villages at the Lake of Two Mountains/Oka mission.15 
 

o The marriage, baptism and census records of Sophie Emilie and her family show 
that the Lagarde dit St. Jean family were consistently living in the parish of St. 
Eustache from at least 1827 to 1842. No records from the Lake of Two 
Mountains/Oka mission have been located that name Sophie Emilie Jamme dit 
Carrière or her husband Thomas Lagarde dit St. Jean. 

 
• A Notary document dated March 4, 1843 notes that Sophie’s husband Thomas Lagarde 

dit St. Jean was in prison in Montreal from February 11 of that year, after a warrant was 
issued for his arrest due to non-payment of a debt. The debt was paid and Thomas was 
subsequently released.16 No other notarial records have been located from this date 
onwards that described Thomas as having any further legal troubles. 
 

• In 1845 Sophie and Thomas had their last child baptized at the Notre Dame Cathedrale 
in Ottawa. Their son Joseph was born and baptized on September 2, 1845. “Sophie 
Carrière” and “Thomas St. Jean” were noted as being resident in Bytown (now Ottawa) 
at the time of the baptism. Neither the parents nor the godparents were noted as being 
Indigenous nor Algonquin.17

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• The marriage of Sophie and Thomas’ daughter, Sophie St. Jean (RIN #11561), to Xavier 
Turcotte (aka Francois Xavier Turcotte, RIN #11560) took place on October 5, 1849 at Ile 
du Grand Calumet, Quebec.18 Sophie was recorded as the minor daughter of “Thomas 
St. Jean” and “Sophie Carrière” and having her father’s consent to marry. Both Sophie 
and her parents were noted as being from the mission (“de cette mission”). None of the 
names recorded on the marriage record were noted as being of Indigenous or Algonquin 
origin.  
 

• The Lagarde dit St. Jean family were recorded on the 1851 census living in the Litchfield, 
Pontiac area, near Ile du Grand Calumet.19 The family included Sophie, her husband 
Thomas, their sons Jules, Jean Baptiste, Paul, Adolphus, Athone and Joseph, as well as 
their daughter Louisa. The family members were noted as being French Canadian in 
origin. 

 
o The second page of the census notes the death of Sophie’s husband Thomas 

during the 12 months leading up to the enumeration of the 1851 census. He 
would have been 55 at his next birthday. No cause of death was given. No death 
or burial record has been located for Thomas, yet he was clearly deceased by 
1855 as he was noted as such on his son Jean Baptiste’s marriage record.20 
 

• Between 1853 and 1870 the children of Sophie and Thomas were married at either Ile 
du Calumet, St. Eustache, or Montreal (Notre Dame). Details regarding the children are 
noted in the tables below. None of these couples, their families, or the witnesses to 
these marriages were noted as being Indigenous or Algonquin. 

 
• Sophie was enumerated on the 1861 census for the township of Litchfield, Pontiac 

County, living with her adult sons Paul and Maxime.21 Sophie was noted as being a 
widow. The column indicating “Coloured Persons, Mulatto or Indian” was not indicated 
for anyone in the household. This was the only “origin” question on this census. 
 

• Sophie Carrière remarried on May 22, 1861 to Antoine Barbeau at Ile du Calumet. On 
the marriage record, she was identified as the widow of “Thomas St. Jean”.22 Her son 
“Antime” witnessed the marriage. Neither Sophie nor her son Theotime/Maxime were 
listed as Indigenous or Algonquin on this record. 
 

• The burial of “Paul St. Jean dit Lagarde,” the son of Sophie and Thomas, took place on 
July 24, 1865 at Notre Dame Cathedrale, Montreal.23 Paul was identified as 26 years old 
and a voyageur. He was not noted as being Indigenous or Algonquin.

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• Sophie’s second husband, Antoine Barbeau, died and was buried at Portage du Fort in 
1870. Sophie was named as the widow St. Jean (“veuve St. Jean”) on this burial record.24  

 
• The 1871 census for Clarendon Township, South Pontiac shows Sophie living with her 

son Jules and his family, and next door to her son Maxime and his family.25 Both families 
were enumerated as being French in origin and born in Quebec. 

 
• Sophie could not be located on the 1881 census. 

 
• “Sophie Decase” (likely dite Carrière) was buried at the Ile du Calumet parish cemetery 

on April 27, 1886 after she accidentally drowned. She was recorded in the church 
register as being the widow of St. Jean and Antoine Barbeau.26 Sophie was not noted as 
being Indigenous or Algonquin. 

 
• An Extract from “Pioneer Portrait” describes the background of Marie Sophie Carrière. 

This secondary source noted that she married Thomas Lagarde dit St. Jean in St. 
Eustache in 1827 and then moved to the Ottawa Valley and settled in Litchfield 
Township, Pontiac County around 1844-45. She was well known in the area and died at 
Calumet Island in 1886. Some of her children are listed in this article, including Sophie 
(b. 1832) and Joseph (b. 1845). Nothing in this narrative indicates that the individuals 
were Indigenous.27 Details of interest are as follows: 

 
o According to this article, Marie Sophie Carrière married Thomas Lagarde dit St. 

Jean on August 20, 1827 in St. Eustache. She was the daughter of Michel Jammé 
dit Carrière and Geneviève Falmard, which is consistent with the baptism record 
of 1807 and marriage record of 1827, both noted above. 

 
o According to this article, after farming for a few years in St. Eustache Thomas 

and Sophie moved in 1843-44 to the Upper Ottawa Valley and settled in 
Litchfield Township in Pontiac County. They had many children including Marie 
Sophie (1829-1829); Jules (b.1830); Sophie (b. 1832); Jean Baptiste (b. 1834); 
Marie Louise (b. 1835); Paul (b. 1837); Dolphin (b. 1838); Théotime (b. 1839); 
Exeluce (b. 1840); Alphonse (b.1842) and Joseph (b. 1845). 

 
o According to this article, Sophie Carrière St. Jean was widowed sometime after 

1851. No death record has been located for Thomas St. Jean; however, he is 
shown on the 1851 census as having died sometime in the 12 months before the 
census was taken. Sophie remarried on May 22, 1861 to Antoine Barbeau the 
widower of Marie Marguerite Lauzon. He was a cousin of Thomas Laguarde dit 
St. Jean, who also had a large family. Barbeau died in 1870 and was buried at 
Portage du Fort. These facts are consistent with records described above.

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o According to this article, Sophie Carrière Laguarde dit St. Jean / Barbeau 

continued to be known as widow St. Jean until her death in 1886 at the age of 69 
or 70. The article quoted a notice of her drowning which had been printed in the 
Pembroke Observer on April 30, 1886. Her accidental death and burial are 
consistent with her burial record cited above. Her baptism record indicates she 
was born and baptized in June 1807, so the age at death is not correct. She died 
within a few months of her 79th birthday. In general, records from this period are 
often incorrect as to the age of senior individuals. 

 
None of the documents located for Sophie Emilie Jamme dite Carrière, including her baptism, 
marriage, baptisms of her children, or census records, identified her or her immediate family 
members as being Indigenous nor Algonquin in origin.  

E.3 Ancestors of Sophie Emilie Jamme dite Carrière  

• Further Research was undertaken with the PRDH (Le programme de recherche en 
démographie historique) website in order to provide secondary evidence of the ancestry 
of Sophie Emilie Jamme dite Carrière, specifically in order to ascertain any Indigenous or 
Algonquin heritage. 28 The PRDH website contains over 2 million certificates drawn from 
records of baptisms, marriages, and burials from the parishes, missions, and Catholic 
institutions in Quebec, dating from 1621 to 1849. The PRDH research, in conjunction 
with marriage records, confirm six generations of the ancestors of Sophie Emilie Jamme 
dite Carriere.  
 

o Six generations of ancestors of Sophie Emilie Jamme dite Carrière were traced, 
leading to the analysis of 70 individuals in 35 couples. Where found, marriage 
records for all 35 of these couples and were retrieved to provide additional 
evidence. Please refer to the appendices for the charts of Sophie and her 
ancestors as well as the document packages for the PRDH family sheets and 
marriage records (ALG-40441 to ALG-40504).  

 
o The majority of these individuals can be traced in a direct line back to families 

immigrating to New France (Quebec) from France. Only two couples could not 
be traced definitively to their origins. The persons of unknown dates and places 
of birth are on Sophie Carrière’s maternal side, being: Jacques Falmard and his 
wife Marie Anne Bizelan; and Jean Latache and his wife Marie Deset. However, 
their known details outlined below strongly suggest that they were not originally 
from Quebec or Canada and were not Algonquin. 

 
 Jacques Falmard/Phalmard (RIN #31638) married Marie Anne Bizelan 

(RIN #31639) around 1743. Their dates and places of birth and marriage

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are not known. Their son Andre Falmard (RIN #31597) was born in the 
United States around 1743. The record of Andre’s marriage to Marie 
Magdeleine Marier (aka Marie Madeline Marié, RIN #31598) in 1773 at 
Les Cédres, Saint Joseph de Soulanges, Quebec notes that Andre’s 
parents had been living in Virginia.29 Residence in the United States, likely 
Virginia, in 1743 suggests that this family were not indigenous to 
Quebec/Canada. Andre Falmard was Sophie Carrière’s maternal 
grandfather.  
 

 Jean Latache (RIN #31650) married Marie Deset (RIN #31651) around 
1739 in an unknown location. The date and place of birth of their 
daughter, Marie Josephe Latache (RIN #31636) is not known; however, 
her marriage record from Notre Dame in Montreal notes that her 
parents, Jean Latache and Marie Deset were from Perpignan, France.30 
Marie Josephe Marier (née Latache) was Sophie Carrière’s maternal great 
grandmother and clearly the daughter of a couple of French origin.  

E.4 Children of Sophie Emilie Jamme dite Carrière and Thomas Lagarde dit St. Jean  
Analysis of the children of Sophie and Thomas was undertaken to ascertain whether any 
Algonquin heritage was identified in their records. Baptism records have already been noted 
above, therefore marriage, death and census records were further analyzed. The findings are 
presented below in two tables. 
 
The first table summarizes the relevant information given on the marriage and death records of 
the Lagarde dit St. Jean children, when available. Those records state that they are from the 
parish in which they wed or died. No racial identifiers were provided other than the Ontario 
civil death record for Theotime/Maxime Lagarde dit St. Jean who was identified as being French 
in origin. 
 
The second table summarizes the relevant information given on the census records for the 
children of Sophie Emilie Jamme dite Carrière and Thomas Lagarde dit St. Jean. The census 
origin questions, when asked, identify them as French or French Canadian. None of these 
children were identified as either Indigenous or Algonquin. No records have been located that 
indicate that they intermarried with known Algonquin families or resided with known 
Algonquins.

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E.5 Alternative Evidence - Baptism Record of Marie Emily Carrière 
A document was supplied by an interested party during the the 2012-13 hearing regarding 
Sophie Jamme dite Carrière. The document was purported to be from the Saint-Sulpice 
Archives recording the baptism of a “Marie Emilie Carrière”.31 The record is said to be from 
1808 although a date is not legible on the document. The document appears to be an extract 
from a register, rather than a registry entry. This document bears the stamp from Saint-Sulpice 
and was signed by a Father Félix. No archival reference was supplied and the document has not 
been verified as originating from the archives of Saint-Sulpice. 
 
This document is difficult to read. It shows Marie Emilie Carrière as the daughter of Michel 
Carrière, a voyageur and Algonquian (“voyageur et L’Algonquian [illegible word] du lac des 
Deux-Montagne”). The mother’s name is given as Marie Magdelaine Catherine Bournier dit 
Morget.  
 
The baptismal record provided by the interested party is not for the Sophie Carrière (RIN 
#11566) who married Thomas Lagarde dit St. Jean (RIN #11565) and is the focus of this report. 
No link has been demonstrated between these two women. 
 
As noted above, the baptism record for “Marie Sophie Gammes dit Carriere”, also known as 
Sophie Jamme dite Carrière (RIN #11566) took place on June 2, 1807 at St. Eustache Church. 
The names of her parents given on the 1807 record, Michel Jammes dit Carrière (RIN #55712) 
and Genevieve Falmard (RIN #55713), are consistent with the names of her parents as recorded 
on Sophie’s marriage record to Thomas Lagarde dit St. Jean in 1827.  
 
There is no record on the PRDH website for a “Marie Emilie Carrière” born circa 1808 or a 
couple called Michel Carrière and Marie Magdelaine Catherine Bournier dit Morget. In addition, 
a preliminary search of ancestry.ca did not yield any records related to those names.  

E.6 Marriage Contract for Josepthe Carrière and Jean Baptiste Daragon 
A document was supplied by an interested party during the 2012-13 hearing regarding Sophie 
Jamme dite Carrière that related to Sophie’s sister Josepthe. The supplied document was a 
notary record of a marriage contract for Josephte James dite Carrière (RIN #31676) and Jean 
Baptiste Daragon dit Lafrance in 1823. The record was verified as being from the Notarial Acts 
of Terrebonne, Quebec and is now properly referenced as to its source.32  
 
On this record, Josephte was identified as the daughter of the deceased Michel James dit 
Carrière and “Geneviève Fermer dite [oine?]”. These are the same parents as named on the 
1807 baptismal record and the 1827 marriage record of Emilie Sophie Carrière (RIN #11566) 
who is the focus of this report. The marriage contract notes that the bride’s sister, “Sophie 
James” (aka Sophie Carrière, RIN #11566) is present at the event, as is Augustin Lagarde a friend 
of the bridegroom. The bridegroom was a widower with two young children. The contract lists

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several items such as dresses and other clothing.33 The interested parties argued that these 
items were Indigenous in nature indicating that Josephte was of Indigenous descent, and by 
extension so was her sister Sophie Jamme dite Carrière. 
 
However, there may be some misinterpretation of these items. For example, items described in 
the contract such as “une robbe l’indienne sept livres” is interpreted as being an Indian dress 
worth seven livre. The term “indien/indienne” in relation to clothing is likely referring to India 
cotton – a fabric that was common in that period. The term “indien or indienne” was not 
commonly used in French at that period to mean Indigenous; the term “sauvage” was more 
commonly used.  
 
That being said, it is possible that these items were Indigenous in nature. Assuming that this 
was the case, this would be the only document presently available to the Enrolment Officer that 
includes an Indigenous reference to Emilie Sophie Carrière (RIN #11566). It is note worthy that 
it is not Emilie Sophie Carrière’s sister that is being identified as “indienne”; rather it is the 
article of clothing that is identified as being “indienne.”  

F. Summary/Issues 
None of the documentation regarding Sophie Emilie Jamme dite Carrière (RIN #11566), her 
immediate family, ancestors, or descendants identify these individuals as having any Indigenous 
or Algonquin affiliation. No one from the immediate Jamme dite Carrière/Lagarde dit St. Jean 
family marry into known Algonquin families, reside with known Algonquins, or witness/have 
events witnessed by known Algonquins. Most significantly, Sophie’s ancestors trace back to 
France with one individual being descended from a person born in the United States of parents 
residing in Virginia. 
 
An unsubstantiated document for an Emilie Carrière, the daughter of a Michel Carrière of 
Algonquin descent names parents which do not match the parents of the 1807 baptismal 
record or the 1827 marriage record of Sophie Emilie James dit Carrière, the woman who 
married Thomas Lagarde dit St. Jean and who is the progenitor of the parties claiming her as an 
Algonquin ancestor. 
 
A notarial document listing the dowry items of Sophie Carrière’s sister has been interpreted as 
containing Indigenous items, however the interpretation of the meaning and significance of 
these items is unclear.
