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1. Introduction 
The Tribunal received a submission from an individual in support of retaining the ancestor 
Toussaint Laronde (RIN #16683) on the Schedule of Algonquin Ancestors. The submission is 
posted on the Tribunal website at: 
https://www.tanakiwin.com/tribunal/toussaintlaronde/

The submission was responding to: 

• Document 1 – Enrolment Officer’s Report Regarding Ancestor Toussaint Laronde; 
• Document 5 – Enrolment Officer’s Reply to Initial Submission Regarding RIN 16683; and  
• Document 9 – Enrolment Officer’s Replies to Tribunal re Laronde report 

 
This report addresses the content of the submission that is relevant to the purposes of the 
Tribunal hearing, which is to determine whether the ancestor Toussaint Laronde was identified 
in a historic record or document dated on or before December 31, 1921, in such a way that it 
would be reasonable to conclude that he was considered to be an Algonquin or Nipissing, or a 
sibling of such a person. A “sibling of such a person” means a person with a common Algonquin 
parent.  
 
The submission refers to documents and facts that are contained in the Enrolment Officer’s 
reports. As noted in the Enrolment Officer’s reports, archival documents recording a family’s 
life events have been assigned ALG document numbers; RIN numbers have been assigned to 
individuals to aid in identification. Both RIN numbers and ALG numbers will be referenced in 
this report for ease of discussion.  

2. Document #11.1 and 11.2 – Supplement to Oral Submission by Chief C. 
Bastien 
The Respondent Chief C. Bastien made an oral submission to the Tribunal that also included 
appended documents. This reply report comments on the documents submitted by the 
Respondent which are recorded as Document 11.1 & 11.2. The oral submissions and supporting 
documents pertain to the tribal affiliation of the children and grand children of Toussaint 
Laronde.  

2.1 Document 11.1 re Louis Laronde 
Document 11.1 contained the civil death record and marriage record for Louis Laronde, the son 
of Eustache Laronde and Henriette Lanthier. Both submitted documents are on file at the 
Enrolment Office.  
 
Louis Laronde (RIN #5050) was indeed the son of Eustache Laronde (RIN #18857) and Henriette 
Lanthier (RIN #18869), and he was known to have married Celina Turgeon (RIN #19509) in 1888 
in Bonfield, Nipissing. Louis’s father, Eustache Laronde (RIN #18857), was the son of subject

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ancestor Toussaint Laronde (RIN #16683). Hence Louis Laronde was the grandson of Toussaint 
Laronde (RIN #16683). 
 
The marriage and death documents connect Louis to his father Eustache. The death record 
states Louis’ origin as French; no origin was provided on his civil marriage record.  

2.2 Document 11.2 
Document 11.2 was an 18-page document package relating to Eustache and Louis Laronde, 
noted above. The document package included the 1871 and 1891 census records and the 
church burial record for Eustache Laronde, and the marriage and 1901 census record for his son 
Louis Laronde. These documents were provided to show the father-son link between Eustache 
Laronde and Louis Laronde. 
 
Chief Bastien’s oral submission made specific reference to the 1901 census for Louis Laronde, 
pointing out that his origin was listed as Algonquin FB (Algonquin French Breed).  
 
The Enrolment Officer notes that Toussaint Laronde’s wife Marie Laronde/Kekgicakwoe (RIN 
#16684) is also named on the Schedule of Algonquin Ancestors. As has been evidenced in 
previous replies by the Enrolment Officer, the tribal affiliation of the children/grandchildren of 
Toussaint and Marie can also be connected directly back to Marie Kekgicakwoe.1 Recall that 
Toussaint and his spouse Marie were said to be first cousins; if their common grandparent was 
an Indigenous person, the tribal affiliation of Toussaint and Marie would be the same. However, 
the common grandparent could also be a non-Indigenous person so it is difficult to draw a clear 
conclusion. 

3. Additional Evidence for Toussaint’s siblings 
A further search of the records was made to determine if any additional relevant evidence was 
available.  
 
Additional baptismal records for the siblings of subject Toussaint’s siblings have been located. 
Baptism records for a Eustache, Francois and Cecile have been found, recorded at Notre Dame 
Basilica, Montreal in 1781.2 All three records (recorded sequentially) do not name the parents; 
however, the ages are consistent with the ages of Toussaint’s known siblings Eustache (RIN 
#21527), François (RIN #30352) and Cecile (RIN #29444). The named godparents for François 
were given as François Laronde and Angelique Linctot. Louis Denys Delaronde had a known 
brother called Charles François, and his older brother Louis married a woman by the name of 
Angelique Linctot in 1776.3 The connection between the known godparents of the child 
François and the similarly known birth dates of the three children would give reasonable 
conclusion that the named Eustache, François and Cecile on this baptism record were the

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children of Louis Denys Delaronde and Marie Ne8tijikijikok8e, who were also the parents of 
Toussaint Laronde. 
 
Toussaint’s sister Cecile (RIN #29444) married Jean Baptiste Roussin at Notre Dame Basilica, 
Montreal in 1796.4 Cecile’s parents were not explicitly named; however the marriage was given 
with the consent of Denis Laronde. Cecile and her husband Jean Baptiste Roussin were 
specifically named in Louis Denys’ will of 1797.5  
 
Cecile was also known as Suzanne Thibaudiere Delaronde6 and was later recorded living with 
her nephew Toussaint Laronde (RIN #16681), son of subject ancestor Toussaint Laronde (RIN 
#16683), on the 1871 Census for Westmeath, North Renfrew.7 Cecile was listed as being 
“Canadian French” and having been born in “Nipissing Ontario”. A burial record for Susanne 
was found in the LaPasse church records with her nephew Toussaint named as a witness to the 
burial.8 No document for Cecile specifically identifies her as being of Algonquin/Nipissing origin, 
although the 1797 will identifies her as a daughter of Marie Ne8tijikijikok8e, and the 1871 
census gives her place of birth as Nipissing.  
 
François Laronde (RIN #30352), the brother of subject ancestor Toussaint Laronde was 
recorded as being the deceased husband of Marie Anne Kichiabanokwe (RIN #8238) when she 
remarried Joseph Vignola in 1817 at Oka.9 Further research shows that Marie Anne 
Kichiabanokwe married a François Miskona8at at Oka in 1800. Both François and Marie Anne 
were noted as being Nipissing in origin.10 No parents were named for either François or Marie 
Anne, however a witness to the wedding was Medard Ik8alango (Echkwenago) (RIN #7725) who 
was the father to François Kakwabit (RIN #6849) who is listed on the Schedule of Algonquin 
Ancestors.  
 
It appears that François Laronde and François Misona8at are the same individual. Further 
evidence to this link is the baptism of a daughter Elizabeth born to François and Marie Anne in 
1807. On that baptismal record François and Marie Anne were noted as being Algonquin.11 The 
godmother for Elizabeth was noted as being Elizabeth Laronde, most likely Francois’s sister who 
was baptized at Oka in 1801.12 The godfather was named as François Enowase (RIN #6842) 
brother of Paul Kwiwissesns (RIN #7883) who is listed on the Schedule of Algonquin Ancestors.

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Of further note is the baptism of a son Joseph to Marie Anne Kichiabanokwe (RIN #8238) and 
her new husband Joseph Vignola at Montebello in 1818.13 The godmother was named as 
Madeleine Laronde (RIN #58246), the sister of François Laronde dit Miskonak8at and subject 
ancestor Toussaint Laronde, who was baptized in 1801 at the parish church that served the 
Algonquin and Nipissing villages at Oka.14 Madeleine was the known wife of Charles William 
Gibson, and had two of her sons baptized at Montebello on the same day as Marie Anne 
Kichibanokwe and Joseph Vignola’s son, with Marie Anne and Joseph being named as 
godparents to Madeleine’s son Charles. 
 
Marie Madeleine Laronde (noted above) the sister of Toussaint Laronde, had 3 children 
baptized at the parish church that served the Algonquin and Nipissing villages at Oka: a son and 
daughter in 1806 and another son in 1809 with her husband Charles William Gibson.15 No 
known Algonquins were listed as godparents, and no tribal affiliation was given for Marie 
Madeleine. 
 
Eustache Laronde (RIN #21527), brother to subject ancestor Toussaint Laronde, has previously 
been discussed in the Enrolment Officer’s Report (posted as Document 1); a further review of 
the Oka records found a marriage record for Eustache in 1833.16 Eustache was named as 
Laronde dit Kweyekach, a cultivator resident at Chats (near present-day Arnprior). No origin 
was given for Eustache, but his wife Elizabeth Miskwatesi was noted as being from the 
Mississauga nation. This marriage also legitimised the birth of a daughter Marie born in 1831. 
The witnesses to the marriage were given as Mathias Chabakkawatch (RIN #6390) and Francois 
Pichikiwikjik (RIN #6934) who are both listed on the Schedule of Algonquin Ancestors.  
 
The records discussed above show a continued connection to the Oka community between the 
siblings of Toussaint Laronde with brother François noted as Nipissing in one record and 
Algonquin in another.
